Vendor Agreement

Thank you for your interest in selling your product on GospelReggae.com, a division of Lion Of Zion Entertainment Inc. GospelReggae.com supplies the world's largest selection of Gospel Reggae, Gospel Caribbean Music, and Gospel World Music. Our mission is to spread the Gospel to the entire world utilizing the great music of the Caribbean and Africa. We are constantly searching for new titles to add to our selection. The people of the World are hungry for this music. We'd like to help you reach a broader audience and get your message out to the masses.

GETTING STARTED:

After reading and accepting the terms of this agreement, the attached "New Title Submission Form" and "Download Agreement" must be filled out and two promo copies, an artist bio, and an album description must be sent to us for review. Give us a call before you send the package if you would like us to fast-track your album. Once your Title is approved, we will upload sound clips, MP3s, cover graphics and album review onto our website at www.gospelreggae.com. New albums are typically released on Tuesdays. Once your album is up we will send out an e-mail blast to the over 30,000 fans/customers that are currently on our e-mail list. 

PROMOTION: 

We will promote your album as hard as we can through our traditional avenues, however, how well your album sells is directly related to how hard you promote it to your fan base-especially if you are a new artist. Tour as much as you can and make sure to let your fans know that your album can be purchased in CD or download form from our webstore. Also let everyone on your e-mail list know that the album is now available at our store. Lastly, we highly recommend that you make audio commercials for your album (see the player on the main page of GospelReggae.com). If your commercial is good we will add it to our main page and the play list of our 24-hour radio station. We also recommend that you create liners for our station and main page of our site-the more creative the better. Another great promotional idea is to link to your album page on our store directly from your page on networking sites like MySpace.com, Hi5, FaceBook, etc...  

TERMS:

All new titles added to GospelReggae.com are on a consignment basis only. At the end of each month we will pay you for all sales and downloads during the previous 30 days. If you have not accumulated at least $50 in royalties, the money will be added to the next monthly period. We currently have various pricing structures for you to choose from. 

SHIPPING:

You will prepay and bear all costs incurred to ship the CDs to us. To decrease shipping costs from overseas, CDs may be shipped to us unpackaged (Raw Goods). For raw goods (CD and graphic inserts only - no jewel case nor shrink wrap), we charge an additional $0.50 cents to cover our costs of jewel cases, packaging, shrink-wrapping and labor.

ORDERS:

Promptly following approval of a Title, we will send you a purchase order for an initial quantity. Thereafter, whenever our inventory of the title falls below our minimum inventory level, we will send you purchase orders by fax, email or phone (as designated by you in the "New Title Submission Form"). You must confirm each order by fax, email or phone as soon as possible following your receipt of the order. You will inform us when you are out of stock of any title that you supply us.

SHIPPING AND CONTACT INFORMATION:

Immediately following your confirmation of an order, you will ship the ordered copies to us. All packages should be mailed to:

We expect to receive shipments from you no more than 10 days following your confirmation of our order. This is extremely important as we strive to maintain the highest standards of customer service. If you cannot meet this criterion, we will NOT be able to work with you as a vendor.
All CDs must be properly packaged for protection against damage or deterioration that may occur during shipment, handling or storage. Make sure CDs are packaged tightly with plenty of padding. In the event that we receive the CDs with defects or damage, we will determine if we are able to re-package the CDs and then notify you, giving you an opportunity to decide whether we should re-package and keep the CDs or return the damaged copies at your expense. If you decide to have us re-package the CDs, you will be charged one dollar per CD, which will be deducted from our payment to you. 

Our recommendations for packaging are as follows. Please follow these recommendations, in order, when shipping packages:

1. Wrap a group of CDs in bubble wrap. You don't need to use a lot of bubble wrap. One layer of bubble wrap is plenty. Make sure you wrap the CDs tightly and it helps if you tape the wrap. One strap of tape around the wrap is recommended. Bubble wrap does NOT keep CDs from being crushed. What bubble wrap DOES DO is keep CDs from cracking from SHOCK. Shock occurs when a box of CDs is thrown or dropped on the ground. Postal workers often throw or drop packages without regard for what may be inside.

2. Place the bubble wrapped CDs INSIDE a sturdy box. Make sure ALL CDs are placed INSIDE a box. Boxes usually have a "Crush Rating". That means, the thicker the cardboard, the more the box will hold together when you place large heavy objects on top of it. A sturdy box keeps the CDs from being CRUSHED. If you have a lot of empty space left over in the box, after placing all CDs within it:  fill up the empty space with foam, paper, or bubble wrap, stickers, promotional material, or other type of filling material. Once you've placed the CDs, and filling material inside the box:  gently shake the box around and listen to see if the CDs move. If the CDs move, you need to add more filling material. The secret is to pack the CDs as tightly as you can, and center them inside the box, to prevent the CDs from moving at all. Movement will cause scratching and possible cracking.

3. Use common box sizes. If you can only find boxes that will hold 25 CDs, then we will order CDs in groups of 25(25, 50, 75, 100, etc.). You might want to find a box size that you can easily find at a store, whenever you need them. We use standard box sizes when we ship CDs, and always buy them from the same store. Please let us know how many CDs you can ship in one box. We will order according to what you can ship safely.

4. It is always best to write the word "FRAGILE" on all sides of the box. (top, bottom, left side, right side, front, and back).  If possible, use RED ink, or a RED stamp. Postal offices usually have "Fragile" labels that you can stick on your package or request that the Postal worker do it for you. When Postal workers see the FRAGILE warning, they are more likely to treat your package with care and gentleness.

MUSIC DOWNLOAD LICENSING AGREEMENT

In addition to selling physical CDs on GospelReggae.com, we also sell digital downloads of MP3s directly to our customers and through affiliates including but not limited to LionofZion.com and TheBus-Shop.com. It is now our standard policy that all new titles and vendors are added to our digital download domain. In this download section we sell songs for 0.99 cents each. We will give you the artist 0.50 cents of this, we must pay the credit card company approximately 0.25 cents per transaction and we collect the remaining 0.24 cents or so. As you will see detailed below, you are the licensor. In this agreement you are simply granting us a non-exclusive license to sell these songs in MP3 format. You will retain all rights for these songs and are still free to sell them through iTunes and any other vendors you choose. We will also provide you a password protected backdoor into the administrator section of GospelReggae.com so that you can access your account in real time and find out how many downloads have been sold and how much you are owed at any given time. Here are the details:

Licensor grants to GospelReggae.com the NON-EXCLUSIVE right and license to use each and every Master Recording that the Licensor controls and delivers to GospelReggae.com (or has delivered to Licensee for sale in the past) as follows: 

 (1) GospelReggae.com may convert the Master Recordings into such formats as are necessary for the digital delivery and sale of downloads of the Master Recordings ("Download" shall mean an exact digital reproduction of a Master Recording for sale and distribution over the internet and other public and private computer information networks in such formats now existing and all such formats developed and existing in the future.); 

 (2) GospelReggae.com may store the Master Recordings, track data, editorial content, album cover artwork and other artwork or photos relating to a Master on one or more servers, workstations, personal computers, or equivalent devices; 

 (3) GospelReggae.com may digitally deliver, distribute, advertise and sell downloads and ringtones of the Master Recordings; and 

 (4) GospelReggae.com may create and encode audio clips of no greater than forty-five (45) seconds of the Master Recordings to be made available by streaming technology to promote the sale of downloads of the Master Recordings.  

GospelReggae.com is not obligated to use all of the Master Recordings (sound recordings controlled by Licensor).

TERM AND TERMINATION:

The term of this Agreement shall be one (1) year commencing on the date hereof. The Agreement shall be automatically renewed for successive one (1) year terms unless either party notifies the other in writing stating that they wish to terminate the agreement. Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time by thirty (30) days written notice to the other party. Upon termination of this Agreement, all rights conveyed hereunder shall revert to Licensor.

ROYALTIES:

GospelReggae.com shall pay to the Licensor royalties in the amount of $4.50(US) for each whole album sold as a download and the amount of $0.50(US) for each individual track sold as a download or ringtone. 

It is understood that Gospelreggae.com will frequently run promotions offering new members and/or loyal customers a limited amount of non-royalty bearing free downloads (no more than one free download for every ten songs purchased at regular price).

ACCOUNTING AND PAYMENTS:

GospelReggae.com shall render monthly royalty statements no later than 30 days after the month has ended. At the time of providing the royalty statement to the Licensor, GospelReggae.com shall make payment to the Licensor for any balance shown to be due.  All payments are to be paid by PayPal or MoneyGram. Any fees or charges will be deducted from the amount owed.
Note: No checks shall be cut for less than $10.00(US); any amount owed that is less than $10.00(US) shall be credited to the Licensor's royalty account and will be added to next month's royalty payment in perpetuity until said royalty payment exceeds $10.00(US). 

LICENSOR'S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

A. Licensor warrants and represents as follows:

1. Licensor has the full power and authority to enter into this Agreement and to grant the rights conveyed hereunder.

2. The Licensor owns and/or controls such rights in the Master Recordings and Metadata, and has obtained and shall maintain all permissions, clearances, authorizations and licenses, and has paid and shall pay, all fees, royalties, charges, and other compensation due in connection therewith, whatsoever necessary for GospelReggae.com to exercise the rights being granted to GospelReggae.com hereunder.

3. The Master Recordings and Metadata contain no material that is obscene, libelous, injurious in any manner, in violation of any right of privacy, or infringes on any property or proprietary right at common law or any statutory copyright or trademark or any other rights of third parties, including, without limitation, contractual rights and proprietary information.

Licensor agrees to, and hereby does, indemnify and hold GospelReggae.com harmless from and against any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, proceedings, and prosecutions, and any and all liability, loss, damage, costs, and expenses resulting there from or incurred in connection therewith, including attorney's fees, whatsoever arising or resulting from a breach of the above enumerated warranties and representation or any breach of, or default under, the terms and conditions of this Agreement by Licensor. Each party agrees that any action or proceeding commenced for any purpose or matter pertaining directly or indirectly to this Agreement or any matter arising from or in connection with the performance of this Agreement shall be commenced and maintained only in a court in the State of California.
